Writing To Read
A report from the Carnegie Corporation (2010)

Writing is often an overlooked, underutilized tool for enhancing reading skills.  The recommendations of this report are based on a meta-analysis that was done to identify specific writing practices that enhance reading comprehension.  
Recommendations:
1.  Have students write about the text (esp. lower achieving students when taught explicitly).
***Respond to text (personal reactions, e.g. guided journal writing,
 
analysis, e.g. analytic essay, and interpretation).

    Write summaries (esp. elementary grades).

     Write notes about the text (e.g. identify main info, delete
 trivial and  redundant info, write a short synopsis).

     Write answers to questions about the text (books’ and their 


           own).
2.  Teach students the writing skills and processes that go into creating text. 


     Teach process writing, text structures, and 

      
sentence/paragraph construction skills (e.g. sentence

                 
combining).

      Teach spelling skills (improves fluency and word reading

 skills).
3.  Increase how much students write.
